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Natural Health Advocates Defeat the “Vitamin Tax” on Dietary Supplements in Vermont 

Advocates defeated the “Vitamin Tax” in Vermont marking a significant win for consumers of dietary supplements.  Not only did the residents of Vermont defeat this foolish tax on supplements, but they also sent a message to legislatures around the country that dietary supplement consumers will not be targeted by their elected officials looking for revenue without vocal, well coordinated, and effective opposition. 

“We are pleased to see the Vermont Legislature understands that dietary supplements are a part of their citizen’s health and wellbeing and should not be made less affordable,” said Gretchen DuDeau, Executive Director of The Alliance for Natural Health USA. 

Last month the Vermont House of Representatives adopted a series of amendments crafted by their Ways and Means Committee to H.783 “An Act Relating to Miscellaneous Tax Provisions.”   One of the amendments in that package directed the state’s 6% sale tax to be applied to the sale of dietary supplements.  Previously, supplements -like food- were excluded from the state sales tax.  The Senate Finance Committee has since rejected the House proposal to collect sales tax on dietary supplements.  

In addition to writing about the new proposed tax last week, The Alliance for Natural Health USA sent an email action alert to all of its Vermont readers and their response was outstanding.  Hundreds of our Green State readers emailed their elected state officials and expressed that they want to see the harmful “Vitamin Tax” drop from the bill.  We are please to report that their voices were heard.
